Mat 22:37-39 ““You shall love the LORD your God with all your heart, with all your soul, and with all your
mind.’ This is the first and great commandment. And the second is like it: ‘You shall love your neighbour as
yourself.””

John 14:15 “If you love Me, keep My commandments.”

John 14:21 “He who has My commandments and keeps them, it is he who loves Me. And he who loves Me
will be loved by My Father, and | will love him and manifest Myself to him.”

John 14:23 “If anyone loves Me, he will keep My word; and My Father will love him, and We will come to
him and make Our home with him.”

1John 2:15 “Do not love the world or the things in the world. If anyone loves the world, the love of the
Father is not in him.”

The nature of love
Rom 12:9 “Let love be without hypocrisy. Abhor what is evil. Cling to what is good.”
1 Cor 8:1 “We know that we all have knowledge. Knowledge puffs up, but love edifies.”

1 Cor 13 “Though | speak with the tongues of men and of angels, but have not love, | have become
sounding brass or a clanging cymbal. And though | have the gift of prophecy, and understand all mysteries
and all knowledge, and though | have all faith, so that | could remove mountains, but have not love, | am
nothing. And though | bestow all my goods to feed the poor, and though | give my body to be burned, but
have not love, it profits me nothing. Love suffers long and is kind; love does not envy; love does not parade
itself, is not puffed up; does not behave rudely, does not seek its own, is not provoked, thinks no evil; does
not rejoice in iniquity, but rejoices in the truth; bears all things, believes all things, hopes all things, endures
all things. Love never fails. But whether there are prophecies, they will fail; whether there are tongues,
they will cease; whether there is knowledge, it will vanish away. For we know in part and we prophesy in
part. But when that which is perfect has come, then that which is in part will be done away. ... For now we
see in a mirror, dimly, but then face to face. Now | know in part, but then | shall know just as | also am
known. And now abide faith, hope, love, these three; but the greatest of these is love.”

Gal 5:6 “For in Christ Jesus neither circumcision nor uncircumcision avails anything, but faith working
through love.”

Gal 5:22 “But the fruit of the Spirit is love, joy, peace, longsuffering, kindness, goodness, faithfulness,
gentleness, self-control.”

Eph 4:1-3 “I beseech you to walk worthy of the calling with which you were called, with all lowliness and
gentleness, with longsuffering, bearing with one another in love, endeavouring to keep the unity of the
Spirit in the bond of peace.”

Phil 1:9 “And this | pray, that your love may abound still more and more in knowledge and all
discernment.”

No one
takes it from Me, but | lay it down of Myself. | have power to lay it down, and | have power to take it
again.”

John 13:34-35 “A new commandment | give to you, that you love one another; as | have loved you, that
you also love one another. By this all will know that you are My disciples, if you have love for one another.”

John 15:12-13 “This is My commandment, that you love one another as | have loved you. Greater love has
no one than this, than to lay down one’s life for his friends.”

John 15:17 “These things | command you, that you love one another.”

John 17:23 “l'in them, and You in Me; that they may be made perfect in one, and that the world may know
that You have sent Me, and have loved them as You have loved Me.”

1Th 4:9 “But concerning brotherly love you have no need that | should write to you, for you yourselves
are taught by God to love one another;”

If we love one another, God abides in us, and His love has been perfected in us.”

Gal 5:13 “For you, brethren, have been called to liberty; only do not use liberty as an opportunity for the
flesh, but through love serve one another.”

1Tim 6:11 “But you, O man of God, flee these things and pursue righteousness, godliness, faith, love,
patience, gentleness.”

2 Tim 1:7 “For God has not given us a spirit of fear, but of power and of love and of a sound mind.”

2 Tim 2:22 “Flee also youthful lusts; but pursue righteousness, faith, love, peace with those who call on
the Lord out of a pure heart.”

2 Tim 1:13 “Hold fast the pattern of sound words which you have heard from me, in faith and love which
are in Christ Jesus.”
